Golden Dawn assigned a Minor Arcana card to each Decan.  Each sign has 30 degrees. 3 x 10 degrees division. Each  Minor Arcana card 
(except aces) gets 10 degrees. 
 

• 2, 5, 8 (first 10) 
• 3,6,9 (second 10) 
• 4,7,10 (third 10) 

Examples:  
• 2 of Wands is  Cardinal Fire & First 10 degrees of Aries 
• 2 of Cups is First is Cardinal Water & 10 degrees of Cancer 
• 10 of Swords is  Mutable Air and Last 10 Degrees of Gemini

The ancients divided up the sky, just like any other circle, into 360 degrees. They assigned each of the 12 constellations (star 

signs or zodiac signs) 30 degrees each: 12 times 30 = 360. The Sabian Symbols are a set of 360 phrases of words that correspond with each of 
the 360 degrees of the wheel of the zodiac, from Aries 1 to Pisces 30. Consisting from as little as 2 words (Virgo 2: 'A Harem') to as many as 
21 words (Taurus 5: 'A Youthful Widow, Fresh and Soul-Cleansed From Grief, Kneels at an Open Grave to Receive the Secret of Eternal 
Life), each one of these Symbols holds both a story and a unique energy field of their own. These images hold meaning for those degrees of 
the signs. Although the Symbols have their foundations in astrology, absolutely no knowledge of astrology is needed to use them. 

 
The Sabian Symbols were given birth in San Diego, California, in 1925 by Marc Edmund Jones, a noted American astrologer 

and spiritualist and the gifted clairvoyant Elsie Wheeler. Jones was interested to find a set of word images to go with every degree of the 
zodiac. Elsie Wheeler was an extraordinary clairvoyant confined to a wheelchair for most of her life. Jones chose Elsie Wheeler as his 
partner in this 'experiment' (as M.E. Jones called it) as she had a remarkable ability to "see" messages, images and symbols. She used this 
talent to help her clients, but was rather weary of the standard questions she received, such as "when will I be rich?" and "when will I meet 
the love of my life?" She was eager to take part as she believed that this was an opportunity to really contribute something to astrology.

The ultimate peace and unity of Kether is represented by a special anthropomorphic symbol known as a Magical Image. Such an image is 
given for each of the sephiroth, and  has been built up over the centuries by meditative work on the inner plane. These images are, along 
with applicable symbols points of contact with the Sephiorth. In the case of Kether, the image is of an Ancient Bearded King seen in 
Profile. This is a crowned and white-bearded head, seen from the right side, its left being unknown to us as it borders on the Unmanifest.

• 12 sided – Sign  (1 Aries, 2 Taurus …) 
• 6 sided – decan (1 & 4 = 1) (2 & 5 = 2) (3 & 6 = 3)
